Plymouth
The waterfront city of Plymouth is set in one of the finest locations in the country, it
stands right on the border between Devon and Cornwall overlooking the
spectacular waters of Plymouth Sound to the south, while the remote beauty of
Dartmoor National Park nudges its margins to the north. Both Devon and Cornwall
have long been cherished as holiday destinations with fabulous beaches, stunninghave long been cherished as holiday destinations with fabulous beaches, stunning
unspoilt countryside, historic town and many more famous attractions such as the
Eden Project. Plymouth city centre has a pedestrianised shopping centre with its
newly opened undercover shopping centre.

Stoke
Stoke is a sought-after residential district, much of which is a conservation area
due to the high density of Regency and Victorian homes in the area.

There are a number of large recreational areas including the Block House
Park, Victoria Park at Mill Bridge and Devonport Park within the area as well as the
Ecological Park located south of Milehouse Road.
